	a) Written in the present tense: (is, has, are, do)

b) Written in the first, second or third person: (I/we, you/your, he/she/they/it)

May use bold and varied font styles, illustrations, photographs to gain attention

Use of emotive language to gain reaction from reader.  Use of “special effects” to reinforce points, such as humour, questions to reader, repetition, alliteration, shock tactics
Author’s view, 3 arguments with supporting evidence and a conclusion

	Title: Headline, the main idea – short, catchy, not necessarily a sentence, might use abbreviation, alliteration or puns (double meaning for humour).
	

	
	Paragraph 1: The main argument and the author’s view

‘Vegetables are good for you.  We should try to ensure we eat them everyday.’
The main argument can often start with a verb e.g. Smoking is bad for your health ...
	

	
	Paragraph 2: The first argument plus some supporting evidence

Use facts to argue the case rather than just persuasive comments e.g. Vegetables contain vitamins.  Vitamin C is vital for health ...and not Please eat more fruit.
	

	
	Paragraph 3: The second argument plus some supporting evidence

Eating five portions of fruit a day has been shown to reduce the risk of getting cancer ...

Appear reasonable: It can seem difficult at first, however you will soon …
	

	
	Paragraph 4: The third argument plus some supporting evidence

Try to counter opposing arguments: Some may think ... but they would be wrong because ...
	

	
	Paragraph 5: A summary of the main points and a concluding statement

We have seen that vegetables are good for you.  They ...  They also ... as well as ... In conclusion
